Suddenly there appeared to them Moses and Elijah, talking with him.  

Moses had said to YES to do as 
God asked during his lifetime!
He now lives in the light and 

glory of God’s kingdom.

Elijah had said YES to do as God 
asked him also. 

He used all the gifts that God 
gave to him and now shares in 

the glory of the kingdom.

We too will be transfigured if we 
are willing to share the light of 
God’s love in our lifetime. How 

will you do that today?



Then Peter said to Jesus, ‘Lord, it is good for us to be here; if you wish, I will 
make three dwellings here, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.’

Peter wanted time to stand still!
