The celebrant will wear a white chasuble every day during this season, except on the feast
day of a martyr (red representing the blood of the martyr) or for a Confirmation ceremony
(red for the Holy Spirit).

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Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary
Magdalene came to the tomb and saw that the stone had been
removed from the tomb.
